1.  World Reflexology         Jan 30-31    12 CE Hours 

     20 Exotic Reflexology Maps On Face, Head, Extremities & Energywork Through The Toes   
 

Start your year off by exploring, hands-on, twenty (20) Reflexology maps of the body discovered by medical doctors 
from around the world during the second half of the twentieth century.  Learn about the Korean Reflex Maps - a 
complete reflex map of the entire body, located in each hand, and, in each foot - not both feet and hands as in the 
common Western Reflexology maps.  Learn and work with Reflexology maps on the nose, face, temple, crown, big 
web of the hands, the Taiwanese 2nd Metacarpal Reflexology Map, Phases 3 and 4 on the outer ear, and many 
others.  Massage Therapists, Bodyworkers, Reflexologists, Nurses, primary health care providers and others will be 
able to work with these lesser Reflexology Maps separately, or incorporate them into their current touch therapy 
practices.  You will be amazed at the profound power of what you will learn.  Imagine being able to bring about 
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profound relaxation, and oftentimes, emotional release, with the lightest touch, just on the ten toes and ten fingers.  
In class, apply these unique techniques discovered by Bill, during his years of teaching Reflexology around the 
world.

Those affected by this challenge are 
turning increasingly to complementary approaches to conventional chemotherapy and radiation treatment and all the 
unpleasant side effects. Reflexology can be a very powerful aid for cancer patients at whatever stage of treatment. 
By using the powerful and relaxing techniques you will learn during this hands-on workshop, you can make a 
significant difference to the well-being of your clients. During this class you will learn new, powerful and 
immediately useful techniques to assist in the body’s self healing process, and you will abandon any lingering fear 
of applying Reflexology while developing a better understanding of what cancer is actually all about. Students will 
also learn Coronal Zone Reflex Therapy™ a British approach which deals with a different zone concept.  There 
are 40 points which can be located through the medial (inner) aspects of each foot and 32 points on the lateral 
(outer) edge of both feet. These can be worked by projecting the energy through the body from the outer margins 
into the core, or from the centre of the body radiating outwards to the surface.  This method and the techniques 
easily integrate into your Reflexology, Massage, or Bodywork Routines. It is important to stress that these are 
additional access points for the powerful delivery of Reflexology. This useful tool in your practice does not seek to 
replace conventional reflexology but rather allows for an additional perspective when working with the wide range 
of health challenges presented by your clients.

9.  Sports Foot Hand Ear Reflexology *                   Dec 11-12    14 CE Hours    
       

A surprisingly large number of people work out or exercise leading to many sports related injuries.  A lot of other 
people who don’t exercise also end up with many muscle, bone, joint and other discomforts, pain, and limited range 
of motion challenges. Reflexology is famous not only for helping with a wide range of musculoskeletal issues, but 
also for many challenges in the organs, and glands within the body cavities.  Participants in this seminar will learn 
where and how to work on Feet, Hands, and Ears for a wide range of musculoskeletal challenges as well as internal 
organ and gland issues: such as, jaw (TMJ), neck, shoulders, thoracic spine, lower back, hips, sacrum, sciatica, legs, 
knees, arms, elbows, wrist, repetitive stress.  The student will also learn where and how to work for brain 
(headaches), sinuses, heart, lungs, esophagus, stomach (acid reflux), small intestines, large intestines (colon), 
pancreas, kidneys, urinary bladder, uterus (PMS, cramps), Prostate, and more.
